Particulars of the Position: The Department has teaching needs in the area of Classics including Late
Antiquity. The teaching load will be five 3 cu courses over the fall and winter terms, including
introductory courses on Classical Myth and Greek and Roman Civilization and an upper-level course that
can be tailored to the research interests of the candidate. The successful candidate will have the
expertise necessary for teaching courses on the history and cultures of Greece, Rome, and the Ancient
Mediterranean world; will have experience teaching in both a remote and in-person learning context;
and will be able to demonstrate a commitment to innovative and engaged pedagogies in the
undergraduate classroom.

The appointment will be made at the rank of Lecturer or Instructor depending on the successful
candidate’s qualifications. Candidates must have a completed Doctoral Degree in Classics.
