We are seeking an applicant who is committed to the Calls to Action of the
Truth and Reconciliation Commission. The successful Indigenous candidate will be expected to work
closely with existing faculty and sessional instructors and to engage with a wide network of Elders and
Indigenous knowledge keepers. Their primary role will be to prepare educators committed to
reconciliation at both the undergraduate and graduate levels.
