has previously taught the course for which he/she is applying, teaching evaluations from that course
should be made available

e two letters of reference (please have them sent directly to the Department Head as soon as possible;
applications without reference letters will not be considered)

Saskatchewan.

QUALIFICATIONS: Preference will be given to candidates with a Ph.D. in the discipline. Demonstrated experience in the
area of the course is expected. Candidates with a Master’s Degree and appropriate experience will also be considered.
